Missing Child Policy

Statement of intent

At Little Oaks it is paramount that all children within our care stay safe and secure.

Aim

We ensure that the correct procedure is carried out in the case of a child going missing within the nursery and on outings. 

In the case of a child becoming lost on an outing the following procedure will be followed;

· The manager/ Deputy will be informed.

· Staff will conduct a search ensuring someone waits where the child disappeared in case they return.

· After 15 minutes we will seek help on site e.g. ( park keeper )

· If the child remains missing after 30 minutes then the police will be called.

· At all times at least two staff members must remain together.

In the case of a child going missing within the setting the following procedure will take place;

· Staff will conduct a search checking all areas including outside areas, small corners, and toilet areas.

· All staff will be asked if they have seen the child and check that the child has not been collected. 

· The manager / Deputy manager will be informed and will conduct a search.

· The remaining children / staff will be asked if they have seen the missing child.

· If the child is still not found the manager / deputy will search the rest of the building including outside the building.

· If still no success after 15 minutes the parents will be contacted and the police.
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
